Preschool Accounts for 2020 

Your first invoice for the year will be emailed to you in the next day or so and on 

your arrival at Preschool a printed copy will be in your parent pocket.  This invoice 

will include fees for the first 4 weeks of Preschool and is due for payment by Friday, 

January 31st.  Week commencing February 3rd, you will receive your first  

fortnightly invoice (via email) and we are then in our fortnightly in advance  

payment cycle.   Once we are into the fortnightly fee system, many parents elect to set up  

automatic funds transfer from their bank account to ours (banking details are found on your 

statement).  If you do this please set up the payment for the Thursday prior to the Friday due 

date to ensure payment is recorded on our bank statement prior to the following  

Monday morning, when the next invoice is raised.  This will avoid any unnecessary confusion of 

entries on your statement.  We only accept payment via direct deposit or cheque, we do not  

accept cash payments for fees. 

Please also ensure we have the correct email address on file to ensure you receive your  

fortnightly accounts.  Please note if your account does not display the child care benefit you 

were expecting then it is possible that your child is not correctly linked to your family  

assessment within the Centrelink system and you will be charged full fees until this has been 

processed at their end. Please check your online application or contact Centrelink to rectify. 

Sadly, in the week before Christmas our lovely Jo’s husband passed away 

unexpectedly.   Our team has rallied around Jo and her family and they 

are doing as well as can be expected.  We look forward to welcoming Jo 

back to our Preschool community during February as she shares her  

wonderful learning experiences via our Little Endeavours  

Programme.  Our thoughts and warmest wishes are with Jo and 

her family at this time.
